Project Origin & Purpose

Concept Origins:  In 2021, City Administrator Flanigan and Mayor Lund identified
an opportunity to preserve Edgerton’s oldest building, constructed in 1854, by
transforming it into a vital community resource.
Housing for Veterans: The project will create six housing units with a strong focus
on female veterans with families. 

First Floor Community Center
The Freedom Kitchen: The commercial kitchen named in memory of beloved
community member Ilir Banushi will support ECO Hunger Programs.
Community Meeting Space: A welcoming space for Veteran’s Groups, youth &
senior programs, and a rentable space for private events (e.g., baby/bridal showers,
birthday parties, group meetings, family events & more).
